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Adult Kayak Training Course 

The annual training course for leaders, parents, willing volunteers or anyone aged over 18 will commence on ….

Sunday OCTOBER 7th 2007

The course will operate every Sunday evening from October 2007 to February 2008 in the swimming pool at Batley Sports & Tennis Centre. In addition to the pool training, we schedule approximately 2 outdoor sessions per month at local venues. Kayaks and safety equipment is provided for both indoor & outdoor sessions along with qualified canoeing coaches. 

The course continues outdoors until April / May with the coaching elements.

The BCU awards have recently been revised and updated, which now means you will get an opportunity to try other craft like “Sit on Tops” and “Open Canoes” as part of the training programme. 

The pool times are 7:30pm til 8:30pm, BUT the first two sessions will start at 6:30pm for general introductions, paperwork and a little theory.

What is included?

· A residential training weekend at Windermere in the Lake District

· The UKCC Level 1 coach award course

· The BCU Canoe Safety Test award

What is the cost?


The cost has been set at £320.00, but, based on a successful 50% grant from the Big Lottery Fund, it is hoped that you will only need to pay £160.00.

This decision is unlikely before the end of October. As a result, the initial costing has been split into two modules. 

Module 1 – October to February  

The BCU 2 star award -  pool sessions and outdoor sessions – COST £165.00
The residential weekend is also included in this module

     Module 2 – February to April

The UKCC Coach Award Feb – April (Two full weekends plus training and assessment for the Canoe Safety Test Award) – COST £100.00
Additional costs

The cost of launch fees at Pugneys Country Park – currently £3.20 per session

The cost of certificates and badges on successful completion of the awards £5 to £10 ea.

The BCU registration fee for the UKCC Level 1 – Currently £39.00

F.A.Q.

· Do I need to be a proficient canoeist ?

No, we take all levels including total beginners. We aim to work at the pace of the individual

· When do the outdoor sessions take place ?

Usually on a Saturday or Sunday from 10am til 2:00pm (We are flexible)

· What level will we attain by April 2008 ?

The aim of the course is to achieve the BCU personal performance awards of 1 star & 2 star plus the UKCC Level 1 coach award

· Will I be able to take my scouts out paddling after the course?

I hope so!, This is really down to you and how you progress but usually 90% of starters become coaches. 

· What if I can’t make all the training sessions

It is unlikely that anyone will attend every session. Sickness, Holidays, Family commitments etc. All we ask is that you attend as many as possible, and your final outcome will represent your commitment to the programme. We are flexible to meet the needs of the group, but obviously can’t meet everyone’s individual shift pattern!

· When do you need the money?
We are asking for a £65 deposit on the first night in the swimming pool. A further £50.00 will be due in early January before the residential training weekend and then £50 later by agreement.

· What Personal equipment do I need?

We will be having a theory session at 6:30pm on Sunday 14th September at the pool to advise on your needs. So don’t buy anything yet!
